
"And behold, I am sending the 

promise of my Father upon you. 

But stay in the city until you are 

clothed with power from on high."   -

Luke 24:49 

Power is a word that describes the 
area we live in.  Think of the Pentagon, 
Washington- all the seats of power in 
embassies and lobbying organizations. Is 
power a good thing or a bad thing?  The 
answer depends on the motive.   After 
the Resurrection of Jesus, He opened the 
minds of His followers to understand the 
scriptures (v. 45).  Why?  Because up to 
that point they just didnôt get it. They 
heard the words, they knew the 
prophesies, but it hadnôt become the 
Word of God to them.  When their 
minds were opened, then they 
understood.  Lukeôs account tells us: 

 

Then He said to them, òThese 

are my words that I spoke to you 

while I was still with you, that 

everything written about me in the 

Law of Moses and the Prophets 

and the Psalms must be fulfilled.ó  

Then he opened their minds to 

understand the Scriptures,  and 

said to them, òThus it is written, 

that the Christ should suffer and 

on the third day rise from the dead,  

and that repentance and  

forgiveness of sins should be 

proclaimed in his name to all  

nations, beginning from 

Jerusalem.  You are witnesses of 

these things    Luke 24:44-48 

A ñwitnessò is living proof.  When 
the Bible describes a follower of Jesus as 
a witness it means ñeye witnessò- thereôs a 
legal implication, a standing given to the 
term.  So Jesus is telling them that they 
have the authority to tell people what 
theyôve seen.  They donôt have to sell and 
elaborate story or preach a complicated 
doctrine- just be an eyewitness to what 
theyôve seen and experienced.  It was 
after saying this that Jesus gave them a 
promise: 

"And behold, I am sending the 

promise of my Father upon you.ó 

After Resurrection, comes Power 
(Dunimus in Greek- dynamite!)  So first 
we need to experience the Resurrection 
of new life in trusting Jesus for our 
acceptance with God, followed by 
receiving the promise of His Holy Spirit.  
In fact, Jesus makes a point of telling 
them what not to do at this point- donôt 
go out on your own convictions, strength 
or strategy.  Just as in the Exodus of 
Godôs people into the Promised Land,

every time they tried to conquer according to their own plans, they were 
soundly defeated.  But when they engaged in prayer and waited for Godôs 
specific direction, they succeeded.  The power of the Holy Spirit is the only way 
we can share the love and life of Jesus Christ.  Anything less is ñsellingòò 
something- and people immediately know it.  But when weôre walking in the 
Spirit of God- we are being ñclothedò in Jesus, grateful for what Heôs done for 
us on the Cross and joyful about our ultimate destiny- physical resurrection, a 
new heaven and earth and a place at the table with our Father- then thereôs 
power. 

A friend of mine told me of an encounter with a sales woman at a local 
grocery store.  One day after coming home from church, he was in the store and 
told her how grateful he was for her helpfulness.  She was visibly moved and 
said nobody had ever told her that.  She is a single mom and works hard to 
support herself and her little girl.  They talked about the church my friend goes 
to (Epiphany) and before you know it, he offered to pick her up on Easter 
Sunday along with his family and bring her with them.  She experienced the 
love of God that day.  Simple.  Powerful.  Unscripted.  Grateful.  Thatôs the 
power of the Spirit.  But thereôs something else to the story.  My friend just did 
what came naturally- he was a witness to Godôs love and available to Godôs 
Spirit.  He could have been too tired, too preoccupied, too anything, but a 
simple expression of gratitude opened the way.  And that way was right were he 
was- in a grocery store. 

òérepentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in 

his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusaleméó 

ñébeginning from Herndon, and Fairfax, the DC area and all the ends of 
the earthé.ò  The power is in where we are.  Thatôs where the witness starts. 

I canôt tell you how many people have been touched by the Spirit of God at 
Epiphany just by coming into a place of worship and the warm welcome they 
get from you.  Parents coming to our school for the first time sense it.  When 
friends and neighbors are invited to one of our many Bible studies, they 
experience the power of Godôs presence.  When little kids come up for 
anointing and healing- they feel it.  Visitors from around the worldïwide 
Anglican Communion come here to meet and experience the presence of God 
here. 

The Gospel starts with the knowledge that in our weakness, God sought 
us out in Jesus.  At enormous cost to Himself, our sins were paid for on the 
Cross-.  The Resurrection of Jesus is the guarantee of our Resurrection.  And in 
between there is Power available for us to do Godôs work Godôs way.

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I Know Four Things about Stewardship  

O NE:  "Abracadabra" does not appear in the 
Bible.  Neither does "alakazam" or "salagadoola 
mechicka boola bibbidi-bobbidi-boo".  I've read the Bible 
through and I know this for a fact.  These words do not 
appear.  Our God does not do parlor tricks.  When He 
wants something done he calls his people to do it.  He 
provides the tools and resources, but he wants -- and 
expects -- us to participate.  He sends us out to do the 
work he has given us to do.  Sometimes he makes it easy 
for us.  Sometimes he lets us be challenged.  But he al-
ways expects us to participate.  Remember when the 
Lord provided money to pay the taxes for Christ and 
Peter -- Matthew 17:27 -- Peter still had to "go to the sea 
and cast a hook and take the first fish that [came] up" 
and open its mouth to get the shekel, then take it to the 
temple-tax collectors.  A little more effort from Peter 
than letting a magician pull a coin from behind his 
hear.  That's the way the Lord works and who are we to 
argue?  The only question for us is what our contribu-
tion should be.    (By the way, "presto chango" and "open 
sesame" aren't in the Bible either.) 

T WO:  The Holy Spirit will tell you what to 
give.  I know this from first hand experience -- years ago, 
my older sister and I attended a Christian music concert 
with a youth group.  There was no admission charge 
only a "free will" offering.  We planned to give $5 (which 
represented several hours of babysitting -- I said it was 
years ago).  This modest-but-respectable contribution 
would leave us enough money for coffee and snacks with 
the group afterward.  When they started collecting the 
offering, my sister and I turned to each other and in a 
jinx-on-you-I'm-touching-blue moment we said "Twenty 
dollars."  That instant is engraved on my memory as 

proof that the Holy Spirit will tell us each what we are to 
give.  (Hint to teens -- ya'll ain't exempt!)  And he will tell 
us all what we are to give.  (Hint to all you couples and 
families!)  We only have to listen. 

T HREE:  You are free to give what you want, but 
it is a really, really, REALLY bad idea to try to lie to the 
Holy Spirit.  Acts 4:32-5:11.  Enough said. 

F OUR:  "When the Son of Man comes in his 
glory" (see Matthew 25:34 ff) we will be separated into 
two groups -- sheep and goats -- on his right and on his 
left.  But both groups will have one thing in common: 
they will be surprised.  I wish I could remember where I 
learned this (I think it was on the radio, maybe Alistair 
Begg?) -- at any rate, it rings true.  Sometimes our contri-
butions seem small and insignificant -- wrapping cheese 
sandwiches for poor folks or singing Christmas carols at 
the old folks home or putting some loose change in the 
collection plate.  Little bits and pieces that don't seem to 
add up to much and definitely don't qualify as 
"cathedral building" or anything grand.  Certainly noth-
ing to write home about.  But when we do these little 
things for little people, we get noticed.  By Him and by 
the world around us.  These little lights of ours shine, 
shine, shine every time we give and do.  And in the end 
we -- those who give freely and those who are stingy -- 
will be surprised.  I'm hoping -- and striving and praying! 
-- to become the type of person who is in for a pleasant 
surprise. 

That's what I know about stewardship.  So, what do 
you know about it?

Additionally, the prayer 
ministers help those ministered to learn how they can 
prayðalthough she says there is no perfect formula for 
prayer!  Jan explained that those called to prayer do not 
have a special giftðrather we are all commanded to be in 
relationship with God and to pray for one another. One 
of the blessings from participating in this ministry is that 
the prayer partners change their focus from self to the 
will of God. You hear the concerns and needs of others 
and it helps put oneôs life in perspectiveðthe focus is 
Jesus and drawing closer to him. 

There are many facets to the Prayer Ministry. Please 
fill out the request form for Intercessory Prayer found in 
the Gathering Place if you need prayer over an extended 
period of time.  A team of 40 or more people will enter 
into committed prayer for your needs. Forms can be 
filled out Sunday or any time during the week.  The 
Prayer Line is there for more immediate needs, such as 
surgery, travel, or illnessðno request is too small. Call 
the Prayer Line at 703-389-7292 anytime or the Church 
Office 703-481-8601 (during the week 9:00 AM to-3:00 
PM) with your prayer request. Sundays during the 
service the Prayer Corner is available for any one who 
would like to have someone pray with them. 
Additionally, the Prayer Ministry, through Stand in the 
Gap prays daily for our leadershipðour priests, staff, and 
Vestry. Through the Prayer Vigil Ministry, Renee 
Tassone organizes prayer events in which all the 
congregation comes together to pray diligently for a 
special need.  

The Prayer Ministry is always looking for more prayer 
partners. Jan says she is in desperate need for people to 
participate and to stand in the gap through committed 
prayer.

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Community in Discipleship:  

You Cannot Be a Disciple Alone  
Acts 2:41-47 

"That day 
about three 
thousand 
took him at 
his word, 
were baptized 
and were 
signed up. 
They com-
mitted them-
selves to the 

teaching of the apostles, the life together, the common 
meal, and the prayers. Everyone around was in aweðall 
those wonders and signs done through the apostles! And 
all the believers lived in a wonderful harmony, holding 
everything in common. They sold whatever they owned 
and pooled their resources so that each personôs need 
was met. They followed a daily discipline of worship in 
the Temple followed by meals at home, every meal a 
celebration, exuberant and joyful, as they praised God. 
People in general liked what they saw. Every day their 
number grew as God added those who were saved." 

In the book of Acts we get a clear picture of the 
growth of the early church. The growth in the early 
church did not occur in any individual in isolation. 
Growth occurs in community. This is what we see in 
Acts, a community that grew together. In Acts chapter 
two we see the results of Godôs power through a sermon 
preached by Peter where thousands came to know and 
to follow Jesus from his simple challenge, ñChange your 
life. Turn to God and be baptized, each of you, in the 
name of Jesus Christ, so your sins are forgiven. Receive 
the gift of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:38).ò  

Note, Peter did not say you change your life by your-
self. He said, ñChange your life by turning to God, by 
having your sins forgiven, by being baptized, and by re-
ceiving Godôs Spirit.ò In other words, ñDo not go at it 
alone.ò What happens next is astounding. The believers 
grew to about 3,000 and turned their lives from a self 
focus to a God focus. This turning from solitude and 
self to the triune God, God in community with Himself, 
turned into a community of Godôs love. This commu-
nity of love expressed itself in Godôs love, and drew peo-

ple to itself out of Godôs love, 
in an expression of Godôs 
love. 

This happening occurred 
by Godôs power in commu-
nity in ten major manifesta-
tions of discipleship: 

1. People took Peter at his word, Godôs word, and 
were baptized, 3000 people had faith in Jesus 
(surrender, obedience, and commitment to the 
gospel of Jesus Christ) 

2. They committed themselves to the apostles teach-
ing (learning) 

3. The community continued in life together, they 
had fellowship (fellowship) 

4. Meals were shared together, they broke bread to-
gether, in communion (community, shared meals 
together) 

5. They prayed together and interceded for one an-
other (prayer) 

6. All things were shared in harmony, they sold pos-
sessions and gave to those in need (generosity, be-
nevolence, charity, sacrificial giving) 

7. They were in one accord, they were in agreement, 
they had solidarity (unity) 

8. They worshiped with thankfulness, gratitude, and 
simplicity in celebration (celebration, simplicity, 
gratitude) 

9. They praised God with joy and exuberance 
(worship) 

10. People were saved and the church, the community, 
grew and found favor (increase) 

Discipleship is communal, it cannot occur outside of 
community. We cannot go at it alone. These ten mani-
festations of discipleship, learning from and following 
Jesus, are communal and influence the development of 
disciples in the church. None of these elements: surren-
der, obedience, and commitment to the gospel of Jesus 
Christ, learning, fellowship, community, prayer, generos-
ity, unity, celebration, worship, and increase can occur 
in isolation; if for no other reason than the fact that all

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of these things require our connection with God. Jesus 
said it this way in John 15:5, ñI am the vine, you are the 
branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears 
much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.ò  

This connection with God is not, however, all that is 
required of us. We are also called to live in community 
with Godôs people, Godôs Church. If we are truly to be 
disciples of our Lord, we must be abiding in Jesus in a 
community of His believers and followers. Jesus goes on 
to say this in John 15:12-14, ñThis is My commandment, 
that you love one another as I have loved you. Greater 
love has no one than this, than to lay down oneôs life for 
his friends. You are My friends if you do whatever I 
command you.ò Jesus calls us to, and empowers us for, a 
deep love for our friends, His church. We are called to a 
sacrificial life together that resembles Godôs own sacrifi-
cial love for us. This manifestation of Godôs love in com-
munity is the church. It is by this expression of love that 
the world comes closer to knowing the love of Christ. As 
Jesus said in John 13:35, ñBy this all will know that you 
are My disciples, if you have love for one another.ò 

In community discipleship happens and we all grow, 
but most importantly Godôs church, which each of us is 
so vitally a part of, grows as well. People come to know 
Jesus as we love one another in community and grow 
together as Godôs family. This growth is vibrant and has 
an astounding affect on us all, our communities, and 
our world; as we surrender in obedience, and commit-
ment to the gospel of Jesus Christ, learn together, have 

fellowship, enjoy community, pray together, are gener-
ous to one another, are in unity together, celebrate to-
gether, worship together, and as we enjoy growth and 
increase together.  

We cannot have these fruits of discipleship and com-
munity flying solo, so may we, as the author of Hebrews 
states, ñdo itðfull of belief (in 
Christôs work), confident that 
weôre presentable inside and out. 
Letôs keep a firm grip on the 
promises that keep us going. He 
(God) always keeps his word. 
Letôs see how inventive we can 
be in encouraging love and help-
ing out, not avoiding worshiping 
together as some do but spurring each other on, espe-
cially as we see the big Day approaching (Hebrews 10:22-
25).ò 

May we live in community together as Godôs church 
and be His disciples as we grow together!

We make this commitment not as partisans of any political group but as followers of Jesus Christ, the cruci-
fied and risen Lord, who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.ò
